Halford Mackinder and Germany: between threat and role

model

Keywords: British Empire, Germany, Imperialism, geopolitics, geography,
Mitteleuropa, weltpolitik.

This paper examines political and scientific ideas of Halford Mackinder
(1861-1947) British geographer, academic and politician. The paper offers a
thesis that the most useful way for understanding Mackinder’s ideas is to trace
their development in context of rising German economy, decline of British
industry together with change of Mackinder’s personal view on Germany and
his lifelong dedication to prosperity of British Empire.

During his carrier German Empire and German scientists represented
the most important influence on his work, both scientific and political.
Mackinder felt that Prussian army owed its success to German geographers.
He compared Heinrich Berghaus, Carl Ritter and Alexander von Humboldt
with Otto von Bismarck, Helmuth von Moltke the Elder and Albrecht von
Roon. Indicating on German example, Mackinder wanted to change study of
geography in Great Britain. He wrote that geography should be “Discipline
of Empire” and he thought that even pupils in elementary schools should
observe the landscape in the same manner as military commanders. Mostly
influenced by Friedrich Ratzel, Mackinder adopted his social Darwinism and
wrote that the most important fact of political geography is “extent of the red
patches of British dominion upon the map of the world”, which represents
“cartographical expression of the eternal struggle for existence”

First years of 20th century brought a shift in his perceptions. Until that
time Mackinder was convinced navalist, he believed that sea power is the key
for defense of Empire and he supported free trade policy. But when Second
Boer War showed many flaws in British army, when German geographers
started developing the idea of Mitteleuropa and when in the same time
German foreign policy took even more active stance, his main ideas have
changed. Faced with the fear that, because of growing importance of railway
transport and German central position on European continent, even eventual
British naval blockade could not prevent German import of raw materials,
he abandoned his earlier ideas. He was also slowly abandoning his academic
carrier, although never completely, and by 1910 he was fully involved in
politics and became a MP.

He became one of the most active advocates of reform in Britain.
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Mackinder joined Joseph Chamberlain’s Tariff Reform League, a move that
he explained by quoting Bismarck - “free trade is politics of strong countries”
and Mackinder did not consider Great Britain strong any longer. He believed
that Empire must undergo fundamental reforms if it wants to survive. He
proposed vast reforms, from reform of the Empire itself, which should
become a Federation of Colonies, reform of the army, and, probably most
important, social reform. Since the beginning of the new century, Mackinder
was continuously pointing to the threat that Germany presented to the British
Empire. He concluded that most important characteristic of German nation is
specific Kultur that resulted in “strategic mentality” of Germans. Mackinder
was concerned about the future of the Empire and he believed that solution for
Empire’s problems could be found in German politics. Whether the question
was tariff policy, population policy or national industry and defense, he looked
for answers in solutions that German Empire has chosen.

This research tried to point out how British Empire’s needs shaped science
and how one British intellectual reacted to decline of Great Britain in time
when Empire’s future didn’t look bright, what was probably best described
by Joseph Chamberlain when he described country’s strength as “The weary
Titan staggers under too vast orb of his fate”.
